The Canadian Historical Association is pleased to announce the 2026 John Bullen Prize 

competition. The prize will be awarded for an outstanding and completed historical 

dissertation accepted between 1 October 2024 and 30 September 2025 by a Faculty of  

Graduate Studies at a Canadian university for a PhD degree.  

 
The prize will be awarded at the annual meeting of  the Canadian Historical Association in 
Charlottetown in June 2026. 
 

Departments may send ONE complete submission to each jury member listed below on or 

before 31 December 2025. Each complete submission must include the following: 

 

1. a PDF of  the entire dissertation;  

 

2. an electronic copy of  a letter from the university’s Faculty of  Graduate Studies 

attesting that the dissertation was accepted for the doctoral degree between the 

period 1 October 2024 and 30 September 2025;  

 

3. an electronic copy letter of  presentation from the department Chair, or Graduate 

Chair; and 

 

4. the name of  the external examiner.
